Save room for delights like sticky
toffee pudding with Yorkshire
parkin ice cream. Or why not try an
afternoon tea, with the sweet treats
made by the hotel’s well-known
pastry chef Jimmy Fitton. Yet if your
visit to Coniston is simply for coffee,
Jimmy’s home-made biscuits are a
must.

The tapas menu includes Coniston
salmon and prawn fishcakes, pan-
fried kidneys on toasted muffin and
grilled queenie scallops, gruyere
cheese, white wine with crusty
tomato bread.

The signature menu is served in
the newly refurbished Macleods
restaurant at £29.95 per person.
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This includes mouth-watering options
such as crab and watercress tian for
starters, pork tenderloin stuffed with
orchard fruits for main.

The a la carte menu offers flavours like
seared scallops with black pudding and
a pea purée to start, wild duck breast on
smoked bacon mashed potatoes, root
vegetable crisps and a cherry sauce and
a chocolate roulade with black cherries
and brandy cream.

Game is a speciality here. With the
pheasant season well under way, one
dish to look out for is pheasant burger.

FOR Christmas in style, the Coniston is
serving its festive lunch from December

alternative fare includes Fleetwood
smoked haddock for main and chocolate
baileys trifle.
